Scripture Readings for February 22, 2012 ~ Ash Wedn esday
Joel 2:1-2, 12-18; Psalm 51:1-17; 2 Corinthians 5:2 0b-6:10; Matthew 6:1-6, 16-21

Consider: The Christian understanding of sin makes it necessa ry to distinguish between
sin as a state and sins as individual actions. Sin is the prideful state in which man revolts
against God and makes himself the measure of all th ings. From this state of sin the various
sins flow in the form of unethical and immoral acti  ons. Man is not a sinner because he com-
mits the various sins but he commits the sins becau se first of all he is a sinner. The term
‘original sin’ comes to mean not the historically f irst act of sin but the logically first sin.

Consider:  The irony of man’s revolt against God is that he be gins by declaring his freedom
from his Creator but he ends by falling into servit  ude to a variety of idols of his own creation.
As Luther said, man must worship and if he does not  worship God he will worship the devil.
Modern theology has found vivid examples of such id olatry in twentieth-century totalitarian-
ism, nationalism, racism and other ideologies of ma n’s creation to which he becomes a slave.
