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 Our Future Story  challenges us, 
as individuals and as a community of 
faith, to move beyond “belief” and 

into discipleship.  The disciple of Jesus 
seeks to mold his/her life into the likeness of 
Jesus Christ.  This likeness is “one of deep 
intimacy with God and genuine compassion 
for all of creation.”  (PCUSA) The life of 
faith does not rest on intellectual ascent to 
certain doctrines and creeds, but moves to 
conform daily living to the life and living of 
Jesus Christ. 
 Many members of CPC have found that 
their participation in a small fellowship/ 
study group has enabled them to grow 
deeply into the life of faith and spiritual 
maturity.  In their small groups they have 

found nourishing friendships and 
meaningful relationships.  In their small 
groups they have found encouragement, 
strength and hope. 
 The Adult Discipleship Ministry is 
organizing new small fellowship/study 
groups that will gather throughout the six 
weeks of Lent.  You will find more 
information deeper inside Tydings .  But 
before you turn there, consider the picture 
below.  Which of the children best reflects 
how you feel about life right now?  Fallen?  
Hanging by a thread?  Holding on tight?  
Which child best reflects how you feel about 
joining a small fellowship/study group?  
Have some fun with it!

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 Losses.  We all experience them.  Losses come in a ll shapes and 
sizes.  We experience a loss when a child goes off to college or when 
they land a job in another state or even another co untry.  We 
experience a loss when we become unemployed or find  a new job and 

leave the familiar behind.  We experience a loss wh en a cherished relationship ends or 
we find ourselves caring for a loved one with demen tia issues.  We experience a loss 
when someone we love dies.  There is something that  always tags along with losses and 
that is grief.  Just as our losses come in all diff erent shapes and sizes, so does our grief 
come in different shapes and sizes.  Our experience  of grief is as unique as the 
individuals God created us to be.  But one thing ab out grief, it will express itself one way 
or another. 
 I have always admired individuals who are willing to deal with their grief because it 
takes courage to deal with strong feelings.  It tak es courage to let the tears flow.  It 
takes courage to wrestle with the questions and str uggles that grief can bring up about 
God.   
 We are blessed here at CPC and in our Canton area to have resources available to 
deal with grief.  I will mention four of them in th is article.  First, we have Stephen 
Ministers who provide one-on-one care for people hu rting for a variety of reasons.  
Concerning grief, the Stephen Ministers have receiv ed special training on grief; they 
receive on-going continuing education which often d eals with grief; plus they have 
supervision twice per month which enables them to r eceive guidance on such issues as 
grief.  They are very caring and dedicated folks.  Call Rachel Shaffer (330-823—2970) or 
myself (330-284-6111), if you are interested in hav ing a Stephen Minister. 
 Second, Mercy Hospice has support groups for men a nd women who have lost a 
spouse.  The men meet the second Friday of the mont h at 9:00 AM at the Canton 
Regency Retirement Community 4515 22 nd St. NW, Canton. The Regency provides a 
complimentary breakfast and the hosts are Mercy Hos pice male volunteers. Please 
RSVP by the Tuesday of the week meeting at 330-649- 4380. The women meet the third 
Thursday of the month at the Inn at Belden Village,  3927 38th  St. NW, Canton, and 
enjoy a breakfast compliments of the Inn.  Please R SVP by the Monday of the week of 
the meeting by calling 330-649-4380.  Sometimes whe n we are with others who also have 
experienced the loss of a spouse, we begin to under stand just how normal our grief is. 
One of our church members, Carol Reed, has dedicate d her life to helping people through 
grief.  She, too, offers grief support groups.  Che ck out her website to learn more.

 Finally, if you feel the need for a professional c ounselor who shares your Christian 
faith, please see Pastor Dave or myself.  We know s ome excellent counselors.  And if you 
are having any spiritual concerns with your loss an d grief, please call Dave or me.  We 
would be glad to sit down and listen.
